In the 2022 CAPA Marquee 
Awards, 102 students from  
18 area high schools are 
eligible to complete for Best 
Performer in a Leading Role 
and become a 2022 Jimmy 
Awards nominee.

Winners are determined 
by a combined production 
and audition score. Eligible 

student performers receive an 
adjudication score for their 
leading role in their school’s 
production. Additionally, these 
student performers are invited 
to a panel audition held on 
March 19. At this audition, 
students must complete a 
song and a dance audition.  

Through the adjudication 

process, 102 eligible students 
will be narrowed down to 10 
final  nominees who will be 
named on April 14. Nominees 
will perform in our showcase 
on May 10 at the Ohio Theatre.  
At the end of the evening, 
the two winners will be 
announced. 

Students selected as Best 
Actor in a Leading Role and 
Best Actress in a Leading Role 
will be designated as official 

Jimmy Award nominees and 
will receive a CAPA-sponsored 
trip to attend “Jimmys Week” 
in New York City, a training 
intensive with theatre 
professionals and industry 
experts, and will compete for 
scholarships and the national 
title.  The Jimmy Awards 
will be held at the Minskoff 
Theatre on Broadway on 
Monday, June 27, at 7:30pm.  

On Tuesday, May 10, at 7:30 pm at the Ohio 

Theatre, the 2022 CAPA Marquee Awards 

will culminate with a red-carpet ceremony 

and student showcase at which winners 

in 11 categories will be announced. The 

showcase will include live performances 

from the nominees for Best Musical 

Production and Best Performer in a Leading 

Role as well as opening and closing 

numbers that incorporate nominated 

students from all 18 participating  

high schools.

Tickets are $15 for students  

and $25 for adults.

In January, we engaged 845 families in 
a free, virtual performance of GRIMMZ 
FAIRY TALES.

Under the director of Christopher Parks, 
Experiential Theater Company’s one-
hour performance tells the stories of the 
Brothers Grimm fairy tales in a modern, 
hip-hop style.

Through the modernized tales, GRIMMZ 
explore the harms of social media in 
“Snow White and the Seven Shawties,” 
navigate complex family dynamics in 

“Cinderella,” stress the importance of 
following your passion in “Down with 
Rapunzel,” and show the difficulties of the 
foster care system in “Hansel & Gretel: 
Lost in the Streets.”

The show’s teaching can be boiled down 
to a phrase repeated throughout, “What 
ya gonna do when the time comes for 
you? Will you step up and deliver or just 
stand there and shiver? Be a taker or a 
giver?  A watcher or a liver?”

The ARISE Program (ARts through 
Intergenerational Social Engagement), 
a collaboration between CAPA, GrowIN, 
The Ohio State University, and 
Worthington Christian Village is a 6-week 
intergenerational program focused on 
storytelling through the fine arts. 

Participants in this program will include 
high school students from central Ohio, 
undergraduate volunteers from Ohio State 
University, and the residents living on the 
Health Care Center and assisted living 
floors of Worthington Christian Village. 

Sessions will explore different ways to 
tell and share stories including activities 
centered around visual arts, music, dance 
& movement, and drama.  

Goals for the high school students are 
to change perceptions of how students 
view older adults, to find commonality 
and shared experience with older adults, 
to learn how to use the fine arts as a 
tool for wellness, and to understand the 
importance of volunteerism. Goals for the 
residents of Worthington Christian Village 
are to decrease loneliness and isolation 
through commonality and shared 
experience with high school students, to 
improve cognitive health through active 
storytelling, to strengthen communication 
skills, and to increase quality of life.
